A motion was made by Commissioner Horsley to approve the short-term rental application for Nathan Crane as presented.  Commissioner Stuart seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
Norm Mecham’s Sweetwater Trailer Park Development
Mr. Mecham gave an update on the progress of the Sweetwater Trailer Park Phases 9-11. He expressed his concerns that he has been asked by the county engineer to go above and beyond the county standards for his Trailer Park Development.  There are several items on the engineering checklist that he cannot find in the ordinance.  He has designed a retention pond to handle the 1 in 100-year storm, where county code is to design for the 1 in 25-year storm. 

Location of dumpsters, the HOA approved the additional dumpsters to be placed at the current Sweetwater Trailer Park dumpster location.
The Mayfly Road will be paved and widened to meet county standards, as stated in the agreement with Mr. Mecham and the Sweetwater HOA. No other current roads within Trailer Park will be changed.

Discussion on impractical building lots.

Mr. Mecham will work with his engineer to additional detail to help clarify the county engineers’ concerns on the plat.  Mr. Mecham plans to be back next month with a final draft of the plat for approval.

Dan Sudweeks & Adam Meyers / Campground Development

Mr. Sudweeks and Mr. Meyers were unable to appear in person because of the current storm and road conditions therefore they appeared remotely. Mr. Sudwick presented their plan to purchase 80 acres of property up South Eden Canyon and turn it into a Glamping Campground.  They intend to put either Yurts or Glamping Domes on the property, current ordinances would allow 1 unit per 10 Acres, therefore they would have 8 units. No current camping ordinances exist in the code.  Therefore, the county will be adopting a moratorium of 90 days for Campground development on Monday. This will give the County Commissioners time to develop an ordinance on Campgrounds.
Further discussion on the location of the campground, water, usable land, 20 acres will be under water, road getting to campground and blind corners.  San Juan county has a campground ordinances that models well what we are trying to achieve. Mr. Sudweeks will email copy of the San Juan County Campground Code to Mr. Poulsen for the County Commissioners to review and as an aid to help assist in the draft of the Rich County Campground Code.

OTHER BUSINESS

Commissioner Stuart presented the question to the commission: Are there any current Solar Farm provisions in Rich County? The Commission was not aware of any. A short discussion on current Solar Farms in Rich County and Bear Lake County.  The commission asked the county attorney to begin preparing a Solar Farm Ordinance for the County.
